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Scout Program Fees 
 
Guided Sanctuary Programs:  
(8 child minimum, adults free) 
1 hour - $5/child 
1.5 hours - $6/child 
2 hours - $7/child 
 
Guided Off-Sanctuary Programs:  
(mileage fees may apply) 
$85/hour/group of 25 participants or less  
$65/hour for additional  programs, same  day 
and location 
 
Unguided Sanctuary Hikes: 
(10 participant minimum, 45 max) 
$3/adult, $2/child 
 
Canoe Rentals:  
(9 canoes available; 1 adult per canoe is re-
quired, maximum 3 participants per canoe; 
10 participant minimum) 
$10/canoe/hour 
 
Guided Canoe Programs: 
(10 participant minimum)  
1 hour - $8/participant 
1.5 hours - $9/participant 
2 hours - $10/participant 
 
Snowshoe Rentals: 
(10 participant minimum) 
$2/hour/pair
