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If your child is too young for overnight camp or would like to continue exploring nature after returning home from Wildwood,
check out one of Mass Audubon’s day camps throughout the state.

Children of
all ages will remember their day camp experiences for the rest of their lives. Give your child a wonderful summer spent outside
hiking, wading, observing, learning, and making new friends.
