 Trophy awarded to the one team that raised the most money. 
 

The $ Cup 
Trophy awarded to the 2nd place team for the most money raised. 
 

Statewide Migration Award  
Trophy awarded to the team that shows the greatest percentage increase 
in fundraising total from the previous year.  New teams are not eligible. 
 

IBA Award 
Trophy awarded to the team that sees the highest % of species of all 
teams birding according to IBA Regional Award Rules. 
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Regional Migration Awards (one in each region)

age increase in fundraising totals from the previous year.  (This does not include 
the winner of the Statewide Migration Award.)
