Four acres of rare sandplain grassland
habitat is being restored through clearing,
grazing, and mowing. This newly opened
landscape will provide habitat for
ground-nesting birds, such as bobwhite,
woodcock and others. Our fields are also
maintained as grasslands to encourage
Eastern Bluebirds, Tree Swallows, and
provide a nesting site for a pair of Osprey.
Raptors use these areas to hunt for small
mammals, their preferred prey.
