Our Classroom: This EEC licensed Nature Preschool is for 
4– 5-year-old children and is located at Mass Audubon’s Long 
Pasture Wildlife Sanctuary off Rt. 6A in Barnstable MA.  Long 
Pasture’s forests, fields, gardens, ponds, vernal pools, tidal 
flats and nature playground are our classrooms. At least 70% 
of your child’s day will be outside. Our indoor classroom is for 
selected activities and provides shelter during inclement 
weather.   
 

Our Curriculum: A Nature-Based Preschool experience 
promotes Whole-Child Readiness and Develops a Life 
Long Relationship with the Outdoors.  Structured and free 

choice activities provide opportunities to:  

• Practice critical thinking and problem-solving skills while 
interacting with real tools of science. 

• Develop science and environmental literacy, through 
hands on investigation. 

• Expand skills of language and literacy while creating 
nature notebooks with authentic interactions.   

• Explore mathematical concepts while measuring sticks, 
sorting shells, categorizing flora and fauna. 

• Participate in and observe seasonal changes through 
nature immersion and related activities. 

• Create visual and spatial mind mapping skills, while 
navigating trails and manipulating objects. 

• Explore engineering and construction concepts while 
building mud dams, tree forts and fairy homes. 

• Practice personal self-help skills and social relationships 
in a nurturing play-based environment.
